You have very kindly agreed to take part in this study.  Here is a little bit more information about some more choices we would like your help with.  Please read this information sheet carefully and talk to us about anything you may be unsure of or need explaining in more detail. 

What is the purpose of this study?

We are always trying to learn more about leukaemia and how the leukaemia cells change, and we would like to keep some of the blood and bone marrow we collect from people with leukaemia in a special ‘tissue bank’ so that we can look at it later on in other research studies into leukaemia.  
Why am I being asked to take part?

We would like to keep some of your blood and bone marrow once we have finished our tests.    These are the samples we take at different times during your chemotherapy, but we need your permission to keep them once we are finished with them so we can look at them later on to see if we can learn anything from your cells that might help us to improve treatment  for other people in the future.  
What will happen to me?

We aren’t asking you to give us any extra cells.  We just want to keep a little of the ones we have already taken, although we might also ask for a rubbing from the inside of your mouth with a cotton bud, and this won’t be painful. 
Do I have to take part?

No.  Just like the rest of the study you do not have to do this if you do not want to, and if you agree to take part and then change your mind, that’s fine too.  If you agree to take part in this bit of the study you and your mum and dad will be asked to sign a consent form to say that you agree.
